If you would like a free personalized beam headings list centered on
your location to every entity on the DXCC list--check out
http://njdxa.org/dc-tools/beam-headings.php from the North New
Jersey DX Association.

You enter your longititude and latitude OR your zip code and the site
generates a custom list of each DXCC entity's bearing and distance
from your location. It also includes the prefix, country name,
continent and CQ zone. | printed one out on my beater old computer
